INTRO – V.O.

Welcome to “History on Call,” produced by Charlotte Trolley, Inc.  Charlotte is often referred to as a “New South City.”  It’s true that much of what you see in Charlotte today is new, but beneath the surface are many layers of history – the stories of past generations who lived and worked here, helping to shape the city we know today.  The audio drama you are about to hear reveals one of those layers.

ANNOUNCER

The Strike at the Trolley Barn on South Boulevard, August 26, 1919

(Sound of city ambience, crowd) 

REPORTER

Well ladies and gentlemen, the union troubles that have swept the trolley systems of the nation have finally found their way to Charlotte. Southern Public Utilities tried to avoid this with a small pay-raise. Workers have asked for a higher wages and recognition of the national union.  Last night, the city’s special committee suggested a compromise, which the workers accept, but management did not. This morning, trains operated by substitute workers ran for a few hours, but sporadic protests forced the company to return the trolleys here to the barn. All evening, people have been gathering here from all over the city. Now, after midnight, it seems like the entire mill-working population is here. Excuse me, gentlemen, things seem to be getting a little heated.  
MAN 1

Well, there was a scuffle a couple of hours ago, up by the barn where you see that line of police? Looked like the crowd got too close to ‘em and one of the officers hit the guy in the head with the butt of his rifle.

MAN 2

It was a kid, he hit a kid.

MAN 1

Things been tense all day. They tried to run the trolleys this morning, but one of ‘em got pelted with bricks.

MAN 2

Yeah, one of the trolley big-wigs got one in the face, taken to the hospital.

WOMAN

Trolley over on South Boulevard almost got turned over by the crowd, but the men running the car had guns.
	
	MAN 1

Yep, here too. Company guards and strike breakers in the barn, they’re all armed.

MAN 2

And the police.

WOMAN

I’ve seen a few men in the crowd with guns. I hope everyone keeps a cool head.

(crowd noise increases)
MAN 2

I don’t know. That looks like the brother.

REPORTER

Of the boy who was struck?

MAN 1

He’s yelling at the police. This doesn’t look – 

(a single gunshot rings out)
WOMAN

Oh no! Run for – 

(A hail of gunfire and crowd commotion, yelling etc. Loud, then fades out as the sound of typing fades in…)
REPORTER

That was last night at the Trolley Barn on South Boulevard. Three men are dead, fourteen injured. Some not expected to survive. Just before dawn, the Mayor called in militia troops from about the state to restore order. Streetcar service is expected to resume shortly.

ANNOUNCER
